The authors are responsible for the content and style of the contribution, since it will be reproduced without reduction and any modification. It is recommended to submit the paper by e-mail using e-mail address: icefa@uni-mb.si.
If a hardcopy of the paper is submitted, please mark page numbers on the reverse side using soft pencil.

2. Layout 
The text should be written with the Times New Roman font, single line spacing, laid out in 2-column format except for the section containing the title, the authors’ information, the abbreviation, and the keywords. The title, the authors’ names and the affiliation should be centred at the top of the front page. E-mail addresses included in the author’s affiliation are welcome. The author’s name in charge of the oral contribution should be simple underlined.
A4 page size should be preferred. Other paper sizes are not recommended. The first line of each paragraph should begin with 6-mm indent.
For clarity allow spacing where needed. Allow a spacing of 1 blank line between the title and the authors’ names, the authors and their affiliations, as well as between the abbreviations and the keywords. Moreover, a blank line should be allowed before and after each title, caption, figure, and table.

Allow a spacing of 2 blank lines between the authors’ affiliations and the abstract, as well as between the keywords and the body of the paper.
· Justify the text at both left and right edges of the columns.

· Large figures and tables may span over columns.

· Use square brackets [1] for references and round brackets (1) to number equations.

· Define abbreviations and acronyms at their first appearance within the text. Use SI metric units.

· Try to equalise the length of the two columns on the final page of the paper.
